Estimate and measure mass (kg/g),
temperature (° C) and capcacity (L/ml) toi
the nearest appropriate unit. 
To compare and order mass, volume /
capacity and record results using < > or =. 
To recognise, find, name and write
fractions ½, 1/3, ¼, 2/4 and ¾ of a length,
shape, set of objects or quantity. 
To write simple fractions, ½ of 6 = 3. 
To recognise equivalence of 2/4 and ½. 

Notice that animals, including
humans, have offspring which grow
into adults. Look at the similarities
and differences of offspring and
animals. 
To understand the lifecycle of
human, a frog and a chicken. 
To describe the basic needs of an
animals including humans for
survival. 

In English,  we are going to be
reading The Owl who was Afraid of
the Dark. We will continue to learn
about conjunctions (and, because,
but, so) and contractions. As well as
using expanded noun phrases  and
similes for description. We will plan
and write the next chapter!
