Class Dojo

they can spend at the Poplar Dojo Shop.

= (lass Dojo also has the facility for parents and teachers to send messages to one another, and for parents to upload
photos and videos directly to the class teacher using a ‘portfolio’.

= 100% of our parents have access to Class Dojo, and all accounts have been activated.

=  During lockdown, parents and teachers used this system with ease to share work and receive completed work from
home.

=  Links to school YouTube channels for recorded lessons are shared on Class Dojo.
