PSHE

How can you help at home?

Sing along to your favourite song.

Talk about the different members of your family and look at your family photos. Revisiting terminology such as siblings, aunties, uncles and
grandparents...

What do you celebrate as a family this term? Do you celebrate different festivals with any of your friends/family?

Play a board game, roll the dice, what number have you rolled? Can you move your counter the correct number of spaces? What number
have you landed on now? If you moved one more space what number would you be on? Snakes and Ladders is a great game to recognise
numbers.
